* Qs for gist / inference
— matching halves
— sentence orders

* Qs for comprehension

— Written answers in English
— Total 10— 20%

Some suggestions

To increase vocab bank

To widen cultural experience and awareness
To improve language skills

To understand topic, task and stimulus points
To expand ideas

To extend writing

To understand the assessment criterion



Exemplar : To expand writing

Theme Media and Culture
Topic Introducing myself
Task You recently know a Chinese—speaking e-pal.

Write an email to introduce yourself.

Stimulus You could mention:
Your name and your age
Your nationality
Where you were born
Your family members
What your favourite hobby is and why you like it

GCSE Chinese Writing Controlled
Assessment

Procedure

Choose a Topic from the Themes
Decide on the Writing Task
Sort out the Stimulus
Up to 2 weeks preparation time & 6 hrs guidance from the
teacher
Make notes on the Notes Form (CA4)
Assign 1 hr supervised session for writing the Essay
Fill in details & sign on the Mark sheet
Send to the Examiner for marking



Possible writing tasks

» Can be downloaded from the exam website
» Revised every 2 years

» Can design your own tasks and stimulus for
students:

— Bullet points to guide writing and stimulate ideas
— Avoid question and answer form

— Avoid model answers

— Allow creative writing

— Word limit: 70 English words

The Notes form (CA4)

Produced by students, as notes to help writing
n bullet points or mind map, no sentences or

naragraphs

» Word limit: 30 English words or 50 Chinese

characters, or 30 Chinese characters + 20
English words.

» Pinyin is counted as English word

» Can add 5 small diagrams



The Essay

» Give the essay a title, in Chinese or English
» Write according to the task and stimulus
» Be relevant and coherent

» Demonstrate knowledge (content) and language
skills (varied structures, vocab etc) in writing

» Word limit: 100 — 150 characters

— Below 100 — content marks will be deducted
— Over 150 — no deduction nor addition of marks

*Appropriate guidance should be given during teaching
and preparation time.



Sample marking

» Check the task & stimulus sheet & CA4 for relevance
» Read the essay and decide on the mark band
» Read again to award the marks

» Marks awarded separately for

Content & Communication C=15

Knowledge & Language L=10

Accuracy A=5 T=30



Points to note for writing essay

® Check the relevance with the Title and Task &
Stimulus sheet

® Check if the important bullet points in stimulus

are included

® Do not copy from CA4, or MODEL essay

® Proofread and correct mistakes:

* Do not miss any dots / strokes or miss-place them
* Do not split 1 character into 2 halves and place in
different squares
